Offshore Update — January 2021

What’s Happening Offshore...

With the arrival of cooler weather, the fish have migrated to their winter homes and behaviors. This means the Red
Grouper are generally in deeper water. The Red Grouper bite has been very good of late, get out while they are
hungry. The best fishing will usually occur on the better tide days and windows — use your solunar activity tables. We
have had several reports of undersized Gag Grouper being caught mixed in with the Reds. Unfortunately by the time
you read this Gag season will be closed, but | mention this with the hope that the Gag population is improving for future
years. There also have been several decent Muttons caught while Grouper fishing. Snapper are being caught on
wrecks and ledges, but the predators have been plentiful and hungry so...tight drags and reel real fast! The Cobia
showed back up as well, | assume they are migrating south to the Keys for the winter. Get out there and have some
fun...and be safe.

First, | want to thank everyone for participating in the 2020 Super Grouper / Snapper Tournament. We had a good
turnout, some decent weather days to fish, and some awesome fish caught. Most important, everyone had a great time
and made some great memories on the water with our old friends...and many of us made some new friends.

We had 3 boats entered in the 80' Division and 9 in the 120' Division for a total of 48 participants. We collected a total
of $975 in entry fees and the club provided $1000 in funds for a total prize pool of $1975. The prize pool was allocated
based on the entry fees collected for each division. | want to thank John Heckler who entered in the 80' Division but
was unable to fish, John donated his entry fee...thanks John. One last item, Ed B - sorry you were not able to fish, we
missed you out there, but your investment in Francisco G did great!

We had 2 captains that placed in both the 120' Snapper and Grouper species, Mike Lopez (2nd in both) and Steve
Schwindt (3rd in both).

Captains Meeting: Due to the virus, there will be no captains meeting. Please see instructions on
Sign-Up Sheet below to submit your Sign-up Sheet and to make payment.

Awards Party: Due to the virus, we are not planning an awards party, if this changes we will let
everyone know.

Rules:

1. All anglers must be an active MSC Member.

2. MSC "No Guide Rule" applies - Mo fishing with, or on, a guide's boat.

3. MSC "Offshore Boundaries” apply - South to Lat N 25.10.0, Morth to Lat N 26.05.5120°, must fish within
these boundaries and at a depth of 120° or less.

4, “Two Line Rule" applies - No more than two rods per angler.

5. Allfish entered must be caught by the angler entering the fish without assistance from any other angler.

6. Each fish entered must be photographed individually on a vertical edge tournament ruler, mouth closed and
tight against the vertical edge of the ruler (not following the measurement rules may result in a reduction in
size if the measurement is not clearly evident). All photos must be emailed to lim Scarpa at the email
address above within 24 hours of being caught.

7. Sign-up Sheet and Entry Fee must be received by Jim Scarpa by lune 30, 2021 or the angler cannot
participate in the tournament. \While tournament entry is allowed after fishing begins, no fish may be
entered in the tournament that is caught prior to the angler submitting their Sign-up Sheet and Entry Fee.

December MSC Kayak Group Trip

It was a great day to be kayaking! The sun was out, the air was warm, the water was calm
and the MSC kayakers were set to explore a new area. 11 kayakers launched at the Jolley
Bridge on Sunday morning, December 13", and headed out across the Marco River,
winding their way up into Unknown Bay. Fishing was a little slow to start with, but it picked
up as the tide came in and filled the bay.

Since this was the last kayak trip of the year, bragging rights (and shirts) for biggest
Redfish, Snook and Trout were on the line as part of the 2020 Kayak Challenge. Mike
Larsen already had the largest bass for the year safely secured after landing a 24.75-inch
beast at the Bass Hole earlier in the year. No fresh water bass would be caught where we
were going on this trip, so Mike’s win in that category was secure.

Going into the final kayak trip of the year, Mike also had the largest Trout (19.5 inch) and
Redfish (24.5 Inch) recorded during kayak outings and it was looking like he was on his
way to topping the charts in three categories, but he had to settle for just two. Dave Dodd’s
26-inch Redfish that was caught during this trip earned him top spot in the kayak Redfish
category for 2020. Dave was the Redfish leader for a while early in the year, got bumped
from the top spot, but, with the pressure on, he came through and ended the year back on
top of the list. Congratulations, Dave!

Although numerous trout were caught, none of them beat the 19.5-inch Trout that Mike
caught in January. That fish stayed at the top of the kayak leaderboard for the entire year!
Mike’s Trout and Bass make him a double-winner for the 2020 kayak challenge.
Congratulations, Mike!

Several Snook were caught during the trip, but none of them measured up to the 29.5
incher that Victor Ordija caught during July’s kayak outing, so top honors for 2020 kayak
Snook go to Victor. Congratulations, Vic!

The winners of the 2020 Kayak Challenge will each receive an MSC Kayak Angler fishing
shirt that they can proudly wear!
