A raffle for two trip vouchers on the American Patriot 

and the offer of discounted rates were the icing on the cake.  Subsequently, a club member-only 

trip was set for the end of April. 

January’s first backwater event was postponed and then cancelled due to weather conditions.   

We did, however, hold our first Buddy Trip of the season.  Read Joe Perino’s article in this edition. 

Of course, we also held our world-famous Whack-a-Whiting competition on January 24th followed 

by a social event at Joe Perino’s house.  With over 50 anglers competing this has become a major 

fishing event for our club.

February Speaker Series – Capt. Aron Blaisdell  

In an effort to advance our 

membership’s angling techniques, each 

month we have searched out the best 

guides (Backwater and Offshore) to 

present to our club. This season, so far, 

Captain’s Brandon Acosta, Steve Dall, 

Ken Chambers for backwater, offshore, 

Captain Jed and Captain Hawkins have 

presented informative and educational 

lectures and Q & A of their craft. 

Our last speaker of the season, Captain 

Aron Blaisdell grew up in Essex 

Junction Vermont and moved to Naples Florida in 1993.  He began guiding the remote inshore 

waters of the Ten Thousand Islands National Wildlife Refuge and Everglades National Park in 

1997.   

Capt. Blaisdell is based at Safe Harbors Calusa Island marina and his presentation will focus on 

backwater techniques involving the prevalent fish of this cold-water season, highlighting trout and 

sheepshead.

These guides are providing meeting attendees with invaluable knowledge gleaned over years of 

hard work and time on the water.  Please support them.

4. MSC “Offshore Boundaries” apply - South to Lat N 25.10.0, North to Lat N 

26.05.5120’, must fish within these boundaries and at a maximum depth of 120’ or 

80” (depending upon division) 

5. ALL Captains must declare their fishing day in advance to Jim. 

6. “Two Line Rule” applies - No more than two rods per angler. 

7. The 2 or 3 fish must be photographed individually on a vertical edge tournament 

ruler, mouth closed and tight against the vertical edge of the ruler (not following 

the measurement rules may result in a reduction in size if the measurement is not 

clearly evident).  All photos must be emailed to Jim Scarpa at the email address 

above within 1 day of fishing.

Changes from the 2021 Offshore Slam: 

• Added Mutton Snapper to the allowable Snapper species. 

• Added the requirement that all fish entered must be of legal length to minimize handling of non-

legal fish. 

• Modified the “Slam” to add additional species and require 1 each of Grouper and Snapper and 2 out 

of 5 of the additional included species to achieve the Slam. 

Prizes:  Based on number of anglers participating, maximum one prize per angler 

• Total combined length of the largest legal size fish of each Offshore Slam species entered by the 

angler.  If an angler catches more than 2 of the 5 optional species the two with the longest length 

will be counted. 

• Angler must catch and enter one Grouper, one Snapper and any 2 of the 5 additional species listed 

about:blank


• All fish entered must be caught by the angler entering the fish without assistance. 

• Angler may upgrade any fish entered if a larger specimen is caught within the tournament 

timeframe. 

• This is an individual angler tournament and is not tied to a specific captain or boat.  The angler may 

fish on anyone’s boat at any time – see “No Guide Rule” below (like the Triple Crown). 

• In addition to the Offshore Slam prizes, the largest fish of each individual species will be awarded a 

prize, as will the boat captain with the most entries caught. 

• Any fish caught during this event will also qualify for MSC Leaderboard and Fish of the Month entry. 

Awards Party:  There will be an awards party at Rose Marina in January 2023 (date / time 

TBA) 

Rules: 

8. All anglers must be an active MSC Member. 

9. MSC “No Guide Rule” applies - No fishing with, or on, a guide’s boat. 

10. MSC “Offshore Boundaries” apply - South to Lat N 25.10.0, North to Lat N 26.05.5120’, must fish 

within these boundaries and at a depth of 120’ or less. 

11. “Two Line Rule” applies - No more than two rods per angler. 

12. All fish entered must be caught by the angler entering the fish without assistance from any other 

angler with the exception of landing (gaff, net, etc). 

13. Each fish entered must be photographed individually on a vertical edge tournament ruler, mouth 

closed and tight against the vertical edge of the ruler (not following the measurement rules may 

result in a reduction in size if the measurement is not clearly evident).  All entry photos must be 

emailed to Jim Scarpa at the email address above within 24 hours of being caught, please include 

the name of the boat captain as well. 

14. Sign-up Sheet and Entry Fee must be received by Jim Scarpa by June 30, 2021 or the angler cannot 

participate in the tournament.  While tournament entry is allowed after fishing begins, no fish may 

be entered in the tournament that is caught prior to the angler submitting their Sign-up Sheet and 

Entry Fee.
